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BIRTHS AND DEATHS IN NORTHERN IRELAND (2002)
9:30am - Thursday 7 August 2003,

The Northern Ireland Statistics and Research Agency today released statistics on the number of births and deaths in Northern Ireland in 2002. The published tables include a breakdown of births (for both resident and non-resident mothers) and deaths by quarter year and gender at Northern Ireland level. There is also a breakdown of births, deaths, stillbirths and infant deaths, and the major causes of deaths, by District Council.

KEY RESULTS
· In 2002, there were 21,385 births registered to Northern Ireland resident mothers. This is the lowest number of births recorded in Northern Ireland in a single year. In 2001 there was 21,962 births and the 2000 figure was 21,512, which was the previous lowest number of births recorded.
· Using births and population data it is estimated that the current pattern of fertility is 1.77 children per woman of child bearing age. This compares with figures of 2.08 in 1992 and 2.53 in 1982.

· In 2002, over one in three of all births occurred outside marriage. This compares with just over one in five of all births occurring outside marriage ten years ago.
· In 2002, there were 14,586 deaths registered in Northern Ireland. This compares to 14,513 deaths in 2001 and 14,903 deaths in 2000.
· There were 122 stillbirths and 100 infant deaths registered in Northern Ireland in 2002.
