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General Notes 
The figures contained in this Report may be regarded as superseding the 
provisional figures already pubUshed for the year 1963 in the Registrar 
General's weekly and quarterly returns. 

The value of the statistical information concerning deaths contained in 
the Registrar General's Annual Reports and other publications is to a 
large extent dependent on the degree of care and accuracy with which the 
members of the medical profession enter the required particulars on the 
form of medical certificate of the cause of death. 

Rates are assessed per 1,000 of the estimated home population as at 
the 30th June unless otherwise stated. Marriage rates relate to the number 
of marriages solemnised, not to the number of persons married. 

Comparisons with rates (births, deaths, etc.) recorded in other parts 
of the British Isles are included in several tables and diagrams. These 
comparisons are substantially correct but it should be remembered that 
(with the exception of Diagram 3) they are crude rates only and take no 
account of changes in or differences between the age and sex structure of 
the populations. 

Generally speaking, the classifications adopted for the purposes of this 
Report are the Intermediate and Abbreviated Lists contained in the 
"Manual of the International Statistical Classification of Diseases, Injuries 
and Causes of Death, 1955." 

Where more than one cause of death is reported, the death is classified 
according to the underlying cause, i.e. the disease or injury which initiated 
the train of morbid events leading directly to death. This method of class­
ification is followed even if the deceased may have recovered from the 
underlying cause long before the date of death. 

In the text and tables the term "Neo-natal MortaUty" relates to deaths 
of children under 4 weeks of age and the term "Infant Mortality" to deaths 
of all children (including Neo-natal) under 1 year of age. Perinatal deaths 
include deaths of infants under one week plus still-births. 

The term Cancer, where used, refers to all malignant neoplasms and 
neoplasms of the lymphatic and haematopoietic tissues, except Hodgkin's 
Disease, Leukaemia and Aleukaemia (I.S.C. Nos. 140-200, 202, 203 and 
205). 

In general in the tables and abstracts, dots (•) are used to indicate 
"none", and dashes (—) are used to indicate that information cannot be 
given or that the headings are not applicable. 

Throughout the Report, births and deaths have been recorded accord­
ing to date of registration and not to date of occurrence. They have also 
been allocated to the district of normal residence, if in Northern Ireland, 
births having been assigned to the districts containing the normal resi­
dence of the parents, and deaths to the districts containing the normal 
residence of the deceased persons. Events occurring in Northern Ireland 
relating to persons whose normal residence is outside Northern Ireland 
have been assigned to the district of occurrence.

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POPULATION 
The estimated population of Northern Ireland at 30th June, 1963 was 

1,446,000 persons, an increase of 10,600 over the mid-year population in 
1962. This estimate, comprising civilians and members of H. M. Forces 
stationed in Northern Ireland, was based on the census population 
ascertained on the 23rd April, 1961 (1,425,042) revised to allow for 
natural increase and for net migration. During the year ended 30th June, 
1963, births exceeded deaths by 17,058, but it is estimated that there was a 
net loss by migration of 6,458 persons. Details of the loss by migration 
during the inter-censal period 1951-1961 are on page 39.

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MARRIAGES 
Number and Rate. Marriages registered during the year numbered 10,155 

which is 313 more than the previous year. The rate 7 -02 per 1,000 of the 
estimated population is 0 -16 above that for the year 1962. In 9,740 (95 -9 
per cent) of the total marriages both contracting parties were single; in 303 
(3 -0 per cent.) one or both were widowed and in 132 (1 -3 per cent.) one or 
both were divorced. Of every 1,000 persons married in 1963, 7 were 
previously divorced. This rate is the same as that for 1962; comparative 
rates for the years 1953, 1948 and 1943 were 9, 10 and 4 respectively. 
Further details are given in Abstract 2. 

The number of marriages celebrated in each month in 1963 was as 
follows:

This shows that the period July to September was the most popular 
quarter for weddings, September heading the monthly totals with 1,359. 
As usual. May was the least popular month. 

Ages at Marriage. Although the most popular age for marriage was 24 
years for men and 21 years for women, the arithmetical average age of 
men marrying in 1963 was 27 -6 and of women 24 -6. During 1962 this age 
was 27 -8 among men and 24 -9 among women. In 1953, the average age 
was 29 -5 for men and 26 -2 for women. The mean age at marriage of 
persons marrying for the first time in 1963 was 26 -8 years for men and 
24 -2 years for women. Of the contracting parties 11 -6 per cent, of the 
husbands and 30 -7 per cent, of the wives were minors, the relative figures 
for 1953 being 5 -6 per cent, and 19 -8 per cent. Further statistics will be 
found in Abstracts 3, 4, 5 and 6. 

Method of Celebration. Table D shows the marriages registered during 
the years 1927, 1937, 1951 and 1956 to 1963 according to the form of 
celebration and Table Dl gives further details of marriages in 1963. 

Marriages taking place in Registrars' Offices in the year under review 
represented 5 -5 per cent, of the total marriages as compared with 4 -9 in 
the previous year.

Births registered during 1963, where the normal residence of the parents 
was outside Northern Ireland, numbered 338 as compared with 302 in 
1962. In 153 cases, an address in the Irish RepubUc was given, and of these, 
63 births occurred in hospitals: the 1962 figures were 121 and 40 respect­
ively. In 13 cases the parents were itinerants having no fixed abode. 

Proportion of Males to Females. Births of males in Northern Ireland in 
1963, numbered 17,323 and those of females 16,091, the proportion of male 
to female births being 1,077 to 1,000. The corresponding proportions for 
each of the five years 1958-62 were 1,075, 1,063, 1,080, 1,058 and 1,067 
respectively. 

Illegitimate Births. The number of illegitimate births was 879. This was 
105 more than in 1962. The proportion to total live births (2 -63 per cent.) 
was 0 -25 above that for the previous year. In England and Wales, Scot­
land and the Irish Republic, the illegitimate births as percentages of the 
total live births in the year 1963 were (provisionally) 6 • 9, 5-2 and 1-8 
respectively.

Multiple Births. Up to and including 1960, the birth of one live and one 
still-born infant was regarded as a single birth and the birth of two live 
infants and one still-born infant as a twin birth. Since 1961 still-births have 
been registered and these can now be taken into account to obtain accurate 
figures for single and multiple births. Of the 33,414 live births, 32,505 were 
the product of single pregnancies, 894 of twin pregnancies and 15 of triple 
pregnancies. Table E2 gives the multiplicity of all births—live and still.

Of the total deaths 8,339 were of males and 7,560 were of females, the 
equivalent annual death rates being 11-8 and 10 -2 per 1,000 of the male 
and female estimated populations, respectively. The corresponding rates 
for 1962 were 11-3 and 9-9. 

According to the ages stated to Registrars, 1,009 (6-3 percent.) of the 
total deaths were of children under 5 years of age and 10,471 (65 -9 per 
cent.) were of persons aged 65 and upwards. There were 125 deaths of 
persons (43 males and 82 females) aged 95 and upwards; 8 of these 
(one male and 7 females) were returned as 100 years and upwards. The 
male was aged 102 years and there was one female at 100, one at 101, one 
at 102, one at 104, two at 105 and one at 110 years. 

Table F gives a partial analysis of deaths by age for each sex and the 
percentage of the total deaths in each group.

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Deaths in Hospitals. The number of deaths occurring in hospitals in each 
of the years 1954-1963 is shown in Table H. Of the deaths registered in 1963 
48 -5 per cent, took place in hospitals (3 -8 per cent, in mental hospitals), 
and the remaining 51-5 per cent, occurred in the deceased person's own 
home, in private nursing homes, or in places other than hospitals. It will be 
seen from Table H that the proportion of deaths occurring in hospitals has 
been increasing steadily through the years, with the exception of the 
year under review. The proportion of deaths occurring in hospitals in 
1933 amounted to 25 -3 per cent, of the total deaths.

Cause of Death. Where more than one cause of death is reported the 
death is classified to the underlying cause, i.e., the starting point in the 
sequence of events leading to death. See General Notes on page 7. 

Proportion of Deaths from Principal Causes. Abstract 16(a) sets out the 
deaths from the principal causes as proportions per 1,000 of the total 
deaths in certain age-groups by sex. Heart disease continued to bear by 
far the greatest proportion to the total deaths; other diseases having a high 
proportion were cancer, vascular lesions affecting the central nervous 
system (mainly cerebral thrombosis and cerebral haemorrhage) and res­
piratory diseases. 

At ages under one year, birth injuries and atelectasis, premature birth, 
congenital malformations and pneumonia were the principal causes of 
death. 

Between the ages of one and ten the highest proportions were caused by 
accidents, congenital malformations, pneumonia and malignant diseases. 

Between the ages of ten and thirty-five, accidents caused by far the 
largest proportion of deaths. The proportion from malignant diseases was 
also high. 

From age thirty-five onwards, heart disease, cancer, vascular lesions 
aflFecting the central nervous system, respiratory diseases and deaths 
resulting from accidents were responsible for the largest proportions of 
the total mortality. 

Table J shows, for each of the principal causes, the numbers of deaths 
and the death rates for each year since 1960. 

Deaths from the Principal Epidemic Diseases. A total of 105 deaths 
(0 -07 per 1,000 population) fell within this group. Of these, 77 were 
caused by influenza, 22 by diarrhoeal diseases of children under 2 years of 
age, 2 by whooping cough, 3 by measles and 1 by acute poliomyelitis. 
No deaths resulted from the other diseases comprising this group, viz., 
scarlet fever, diphtheria, smallpox, typhus, typhoid fever, paratyphoid 
fever and dysentery. 
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The number of deaths from the principal epidemic diseases in 1962 was 147 and the 
relative rate was 0-10. The difference is mainly accounted for by the higher incidence of 
deaths from influenza and diarrhoeal diseases in 1962.

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The notifications of certain infectious diseases for each District in Nor­
thern Ireland for the year 1963 are shown in Abstract 27, and the dis­
eases named are those laid down by Regulations (issued by the Ministry of 
Health and Local Government) as compulsorily notifiable throughout 
Northern Ireland. 

Influenza. There were 77 deaths from influenza in 1963 as against a 
total of 100 in 1962. The relative rates per 1,000 of the population were 
0 -05 (1963) and 0 07 (1962). 

Tuberculosis. Deaths from this cause numbered 114 compared with 102 
in 1962. The rate was 0 -01 higher than the rate of 0 -07 in 1962 which was 
the lowest ever recorded in Northern Ireland. Further details of comparable 
figures over the past years may be seen at a glance in Tables K and Kl. 

The tuberculosis death rates (provisonal) for England and Wales, Scot­
land and the Irish Republic in 1963 were 0 -06,0-10 and 0-15 respectively.

The Abstracts of causes of death give particulars regarding the sex and 
ages of the persons who died from the various forms of tuberculous 
disease during the year, and also the deaths from tuberculosis allocated to 
each county and to each administrative area in Northern Ireland. 
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Cancer*. The number of deaths from cancer in Northern Ireland during 
1963 was 2,252 giving a death rate of 1 -56 per 1,000 of the population 
which is 0 -02 above the rate for 1962. From Diagram 4 it can be seen that 
the general tendency has been for this rate to show a more or less steady 
increase. 

In 1933 the respective death rates from tuberculosis and cancer were 
1 "16 and 1 -21 so that since then the rate from tuberculosis has decreased 
by 93 per cent, while the rate from cancer has increased by 30 per cent. 

The death rates in 1963 from cancer among males and females were 
1 -67 and 1 -45 respectively. In 1962 the male and female rates were 1 -68 
and 1 -41 respectively.

The most frequent sites of fatal cancer among males during the year were 
trachea, bronchus and lungs, 354; stomach, 198; prostate, 113; intestines, 
103; rectum, 68. Among females the most frequent sites were breast, 185; 
stomach, 164; intestines. 111; uterus, 93; trachea, bronchus and lungs, 60. 

For many years cancer of the stomach proved to be the most frequent 
site of fatal cancer for both sexes and it remained so among females up to 
1961 when it took second place to cancer of the breast. Since 1954 however, 
cancer of the Jung has been more prevalent among males. The number of 
male deaths from this cause increased rapidly each year since 1945, with 
the exception of 1958, 1960 and 1962 in each of which years there was 
a slight decrease compared with the year immediately preceding. 

Table LI. shows the numbers and rates of lung cancer deaths by sex for 
the past ten years. The year under review has provided the most dramatic 
increase in this cause since 1955-1956.

Abstract 17 gives particulars regarding sex, age and sites of fatal can­
cer during the year 1963, whilst Abstract 18 shows the number of 
deaths by sex and site, in each County and County Borough. 

Cerebral Haemorrhage, Apoplexy, etc. The deaths assigned to this group 
(described as "Vascular lesions affecting central nervous system") num­
bered 2,215 giving a rate of 1 -53 per 1,000 of the population. This rate is 
the same as that for 1962, and is 0 -01 below the average rate for the period 
1958-1962. 

Heart Diseases. The deaths from the various forms of heart disease 
during the year numbered 6,079, the rate per 1,000 of the population 
being 4 -20, which is 0-18 above that for the previous year and is 0 -23 
above the average for the five years 1958-62. The death rate from this 
group of diseases has been more or less steadily increasing over a number of 
years. This is the highest rate ever recorded in Northern Ireland.

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Just under 80 per cent, of the persons who died from heart diseases suffered 
from one or other of the diseases in the group known collectively as 
"Arteriosclerotic and Degenerative Heart Disease". Deaths within this 
group numbered 4,853, arteriosclerotic heart disease including coronary 
disease accounting for 3,477 or 71-6 per cent, (coronary disease alone 
accounted for 3,287 or 67 •! per cent.) other myocardial degeneration for 
1,263 or 26 -0 per cent, and chronic endocarditis not specified as rheumatic 
for 113 or 2 -3 per cent. Deaths resulting from heart disease specified as 
involving the coronary arteries formed 25 -0 per cent, of all male deaths 
in 1963 and 16 -0 per cent, of all female deaths.

Bronchitis. The deaths from bronchitis during the year numbered 764, 
giving a rate of 0 -53 per 1,000 of the population, which is 0 -07 above the 
rate for 1962. 

Pneumonia. It should be noted that in the various tables and abstracts 
deaths from pneumonia are included under two headings. Unless otherwise 
indicated the general heading "Pneumonia" refers to deaths of all persons 
aged over four weeks, and the heading "Infections of the Newborn" 
includes deaths from pneumonia of children under four weeks old. 

Total deaths from pneumonia (under both headings) numbered 761 
during the year 1963, the rate per 1,000 of the population being 0-53, 
which is 0 -13 above the rate for 1962. The average rate for the five preced­
ing years including 1962 was 0 -49. 
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Pregnancy and Childbirth. The mortality of women during pregnancy and 
childbirth is classified under two headings, namely—(1) deliveries and 
complications of ptegnancy, childbirth and the puerperium and (2) deaths 
associated with pregnancy or childbirth but not classified as maternal. 
The causes of death shown in Table N are those to which the various 
deaths were assigned, a total of 14 to the former group and 6 to the latter. 

From Table Nl it will be seen that the 14 deaths from diseases of 
pregnancy, childbirth and the puerperal state in 1963 yielded a rate of 
0-41 per 1,000 births (live and still), which is 0 -11 above the rate for 1962. 

The rate for diseases combined with pregnancy and childbirth was 0-18 
in 1963, which is 0 -09 lower than in 1962.

Infant Mortality. Deaths of infants under 1 year of age numbered 902, or 
27 per 1,000 live births registered. This rate is thesameasthatfortheprevious 
three years. Of the 902 deaths, 495 were of males and 407 of females, the 
former number being equivalent to 29 per 1,000 live births of males and the 
latter to 25 per 1,000 live births of females. The corresponding rates for 
1962 were 27 and 26 respectively. In 1963 the provisional infant mortality 
rate in England and Wales was 21, in Scotland 26 and in the Irish Republic

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Abstract 23 gives the number of deaths of children under 1 year of 
age for Northern Ireland by Counties and County Boroughs (also for the 
aggregates of the urban and rural areas) for the years 1960-1963. For the 
last of these years the numbers are given by sex and age-groups. 

Abstract 12 gives the number of infant deaths, together with the number 
of births, for each administrative area in Northern Ireland. 

The numbers of infant deaths for 1963 by age and cause of death are 
given in Abstract 21, together with the infant mortality rates by causes. 

Congenital malformations accounted for 216 of these deaths,—105 males 
and 111 females—giving rates of 61 and 69 per 10,000 Hve births. Of the 
216 deaths, 139 were of children under 4 weeks. 

Mortality among Illegitimate Children. Deaths of illegitimate children 
under 1 year of age numbered 23 in 1963, which is equivalent to a rate of 
26 per 1,000 of the illegitimate live births registered as compared with a 
rate of 39 for the previous year. The corresponding rate for legitimate 
children in 1963 and 1962 was 27 per 1,000 live births.

Deaths of illegitimate infants aged under 4 weeks (illegitimate neo-natal 
mortality) numbered 17, representing 73 -9 per cent, of the total deaths 
of all illegitimate children under 1 year of age. The corresponding figures 
for 1962 were 25 and 83-3 per cent, respectively. 

Abstract 21 gives the number of deaths and mortality rates of illegiti­
mate children under 1 year of age by the principal causes. Most of the rates 
are considerably in excess of the corresponding rates for all children, but 
it should be noted that the rates for some of the causes are based on very 
small numbers of deaths. 

Abstract 24 shows the numbers of deaths of illegitimate children 
under 1 year of age for Northern Ireland by Counties and County Boroughs 
also for the aggregates of the urban and rural areas, for the years 1960-1963. 
The sex and age distribution is shown for the year 1963. 
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Violent Deaths. Deaths from causes other than natural causes are termed 
violent deaths and are classified according to both the external circum­
stances giving rise to injury, expressed as the "External Cause of Injury" 
(see Table P), and to the nature of the injury sustained, designated as the 
"Nature of Injury" (see Table P2). 

The number of deaths ascribed to violence during the year was 605 (368 
males and 237 females), which is an increase of 29 on the number registered 
in 1962, and is equivalent to 3 -8 per cent, of the total deaths registered.

Of the 605 deaths, 191 were attributed to transport accidents (excluding 
drowning from watercraft). Road vehicle accidents accounted for 189 
deaths as compared with 155 in 1962. Table PI affords comparison of 
numbers of deaths from road vehicle accidents in 1963 with those for the 
three preceding years by sex and certain age-periods.

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Other fatal accidents accounted for 416 deaths and of these deaths 165 
were ascribed to falls, 30 to drowning, 39 to poisons or poisonous gases, 
31 to fire, 5 to mechanical suffocation, 5 to machinery and 141 to other 
accidental causes. 

Deaths from accidents recorded as occurring in the home numbered 
153 compared with 184 in 1962 and 122 in 1961. The greatest number of 
accidents in the home are occasioned by falls and in 1963 there were 76 
such deaths compared with 110 in 1962 and 57 in 1961. Fuller details of 
these and other accidents (apart from transport accidents) are given in 
Abstract 10. 

During the year there were 87 cases of suicide (61 males and 26 females) 
—the male total alone being equal to the total of suicides in 1962— 
4 of homicide, and 3 deaths from late effects of injuries due to war 
operations. 

Of the 31 deaths from fire (or other hot substance) shown in Table P, 5 
were of children under 5 years of age and 9 were of persons over 75 years 
of age.

STILL-BIRTHS 

The number of still-births registered in 1963 was 663 giving a rate of 19 
per 1,000 births (live and still). The relative figures for 1962 were 745 and 
22. Comparative figures for 1963 for England and Wales were 15,000 and 
17 and for Scotland 1,997 and 19. 

The number of still-births in each administrative area is shown in 
Abstract 12. 

Of the total number of still-born children 341 were males and 322 females 
the proportion of males to females being 106 to 100. 

The number who would have been illegitimate had they been born alive 
was 25 representing 3 -8 per cent, of all still-births. 

Twenty-two of the still-born children were the product of multiple con­
finements. Further particulars of these will be found in Table E2. 

As will be seen from Table Q2 more still-births resulted from placental 
and cord conditions than from any other cause. Placental and cord 
conditions caused 156 still-births in 1963 and 161 in 1962 while congenital 
malformations caused 125 still-births in 1963 and 150 in 1962. 

In 398 cases the birth occurred after less than 37 weeks of pregnancy 
and/or the weight of the foetus was not more than 5\ lbs.

CERTIFICATION OF DEATHS AND STILL-BIRTHS 
All deaths must be certified by either a medical practitioner or a coroner 

and Table R shows the deaths by certification during the year. The circum­
stances of 1,924 deaths (12 -1 per cent.) were considered by the coroners 
and in 547 of these cases an inquest was held. In 747 cases the deaths 
were certified by coroners after a post-mortem examination had proved 
an inquest to be unnecessary.

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LIFE TABLE 
The expectation of life is the average number of years which would be lived 
by a group of people of given age who are continuously subject to given 
mortality rates, usually those of a selected year or years. 

The abridged life table shown as Table S is based on the mortality rates 
for 1961-63 and shows the expectation of life at various age-points together 
with the number of persons who would survive to given age x out of 10,000 
bom, if subjected throughout their lives to this mortality experience. 

Thus 97 per cent, of males and 98 per cent, of females would survive the 
first year of life; 96 per cent, of males and 97 per cent, of females 
would reach the age of 20; 78 per cent, of males and 86 per cent, of females 
would reach the age of 60 and the men could then expect an average future 
lifetime of 15 years compared with 18 years for women. 

Based on the mortality experience of 1961-63 the expectation of life at 
birth was 67 -6 years for males and 72 -5 years for females; at age one year 
the expectations were 68 -7 years for males and 73 -3 years for females. 
Table SI affords comparison of these figures with those for certain pre­
ceding years.

MIGRATION 
The population figures ascertained at each census enable the net mig­
ration during the inter-censal periods to be calculated. The last two cen­
suses in Northern Ireland were taken on the 8th April, 1951, and 23rd 
April, 1961. Figures supplied by the Census Office, have been used to 
compile Table T which reveals that there was a net outward movement 
of 92,228 persons during the decade. This figure relates to migration to 
and from all countries including other parts of the British Isles.

It is estimated that during the year ended 30th June, 1963, the net out­

ward migration amounted to 6,458 persons which represents 38 per cent, 
of the natural increase (17,058) during that period. 

Details of migration to and from countries in Europe (including other 
parts of the British Isles) or of migration by air to any destination except to 
Canada cannot be obtained. Information is, however, furnished by the 
General Register Office, London, and by the Central Statistics Office of the 
Irish Republic of the number of migrants travelling by sea between Nor­
thern Ireland and countries outside Europe. During 1963 the numbers were 
2,758 emigrants and 876 immigrants. Table T2 gives the available 
figures for the years 1937 to 1963 with the exception of the period 1939-45 
during which records were not maintained. Table T3 gives a partial analysis 
of the age and sex of migrants in 1963 and Table T4 shows their occupa­
tions. 

Northern Ireland migrants travelling by air to Canada during 1956 
1957, 1958, 1959, 1960, 1961, 1962 and 1963 numbered 460,2,234,498, 
455, 530, 373, 508 and 1,137.

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METEOROLOGY 

The following report on the weather experienced in Northern Ireland 
during 1963 is furnished by the Director-General of the Meteorological 
Office through his Climatological Services branch office in Belfast. Where 
the term "average" is used, it refers to the standard 35-year period, 1916-
1950, for rainfall, and to the new standard 30-year period 1931-1960, in 
respect of temperature and sunshine. 

The year was mainly cold, with the mean temperature generally below 
monthly averages for the Province as a whole although in March, June 
and November the monthly mean temperatures were up to 0-2°C. above 
average and in October 0-8°C. above average. Over the year the mean 
temperature was generally 1 •0°C. below average, the lowest this century. 
Sunshine was sUghtly above average over the year (107 per cent.) but 
April and August were particularly deficient in sunshine compared with their 
respective averages. Rainfall over the year was slightly below average 
(96 per cent.) but this was the evening out effect of some very wet months 
(March, June and November) by particularly dry months (notably Jan­
uary and December). Details of the relationship between actual observa­
tions and the average for Northern Ireland as a whole are given in columns 
7, 9 and 12 of Table U on page 45. All data in that table refers to Northern 
Ireland as a whole unit, being based upon a selection of representative 
stations. However, the entries in columns 2 and 3 are the highest and lowest 
temperatures recorded at any officially recognised station, not just at the 
selected stations. 

Other tables on pages 44 and 45 give data in respect of certain stations. 
Columns 2 and 3 give the highest and lowest air temperature recorded on 
any date during the appropriate months, whilst columns 4 and 5 give the 
mean of the daily maxima and minima. Temperature data are given in the 
Celsius ("Centigrade") scale; to convert "actual values" to Fahrenheit 
multiply the Celsius value by 9, divide the resultant by 5, then add 32 -0. 
To convert "differences from average" in the Celsuis scale to Fahrenheit, 
1-0°C. equals 1 •8°F. 

A brief summary of general conditions each month is given below: more 
detailed statements appear in the Registrar General's Quarterly Returns:— 

January: A very dry month, particularly in central and western districts. 
A very cold month—around 4°C. below average—with above average 
sunshine, particularly in the north. 

February: Wet over central Co. Dov/n and Sperrins but elsewhere had 
below average rainfall. The predominant feature was the blizzard of the 
5th—6th and heavy rains of 14th—16th. A cold month—around 3 •5°C. 
below average—but with sunshine tending to be above average, parti­
cularly in the northeast. 

March: A wet month generally, particularly in central and southern areas. 
Temperatures around the average (±0 •2°C.) with sunshine above average 
except in the east. 
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April: Wet over Counties Down and Armagh but dry in central and 
northern districts. Temperature around the average but a Httle above in 
coastal areas. Sunshine somewhat below average, particularly in central 
Co. Down. 

May: Generally a wet month with above average rainfall except in the 
extreme coastal area of Co. Down. Temperature generally around 1 °C. 
below average with sunshine slightly below average. 

June: Generally above average rainfall with some extremely heavy thundery 
outbreaks over southwestern Lough Neagh and the northern spur of the 
Sperrins, Temperature sUghtly above average and sunshine near average, 
tending to be below average inland and above average near coasts, parti­
cularly in north. 

July: A dry month except in parts of central and western districts where 
rainfall was near average. Temperature was generally between 0 -5 ° and 
1 'S^C. below average, whilst sunshine was above average. 

August: Wet in the southeast and dry in the northwest and parts of Co. 
Fermanagh, Temperature generally 1-0°— 1 •5°C. below average: sun­
shine well below average everywhere. 

September: Dry over Co. Down but around average rainfall elsewhere. 
Temperatures generally around 0-5°C. below average but 1 •0°C. below 
average in central and western areas. Sunshine above average in the eastern 
and northern parts, below average in western Fermanagh. 

October: Rainfall slightly above average except in the area adjacent to Lough 
Foyle and in the River Main valley. Temperature generally 0 -5°—1 •0°C. 
above average, with sunshine near average in the east, below average in 
south and southwest. 

November: A wet month everywhere, particularly over the high ground. 
Temperatures slightly above average in the east, but slightly below average 
in the north and west. Sunshine slightly above average in the north, but 
decreasing southwestwards with below average sunshine in Counties 
Armagh and Fermanagh. 

December: A very dry month everywhere. Temperatures below average by 
1 -5°—2 •0°C. Sunshine well above average generally, but near average in 
extreme west.
