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NI: IN PROFILE

NI: IN PROFILE is a resource pack of key statistics covering a range of areas of life in Northern Ireland.

The pack brings together a range of data into a single place and will be of interest to a broad audience, including policy makers in the public and
private sector, students and academics, schools and the general public.

Statistics have primarily been sourced from across the Northern Ireland Statistics & Research Agency, however where official statistics are not
available we have included statistics from other sources. The pack is intended to provide a high-level statistical summary of life in Northern Ireland
and you will note that it does not include detailed commentary. If you wish to delve further into the detail of a particular statistic, you are
encouraged to follow the links provided at the end of the pack.

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POPULATION Population growing — currently stands at 1.86 million.
* Population will continue to grow, but at slower rate than previously.

* Growth mainly due to natural change (births - deaths). Net migration is a small factor.
* Population is ageing; the 1960s baby-boom will drive faster ageing in the next decade.
* In the next decade we are projected to have more older people (65+) than children.
