the inter-departmental business register: annual publication
INTRODUCTION
1. The purpose of this paper is to gather information to support development of the Inter-Departmental Business Register (IDBR) Annual Publication:  We are seeking feedback on:

a. Uses and users of the current publication

b. Proposed changes to the publication, including whether employment
 or employee sizebands are the most useful (or whether a mixture of both should be retained).

THE INTER-DEPARTMENTAL BUSINESS REGISTER
2. The Inter Departmental Business Register (IDBR) is a UK register and contains information on businesses which are registered for VAT and/or operating a PAYE scheme. The IDBR covers most of the economy including the Agriculture, Production and Service sectors in Northern Ireland. It does not, however, include very small businesses which fall below the VAT and PAYE thresholds.
3. The register is located in the Office for National Statistics (ONS) Newport but the Northern Ireland element of the register is maintained within is available from ELMSB as an ad-hoc information request or. ELMSB are responsible for answering information requests relating to the NI component of the IDBR.
4. The IDBR holds information on the characteristics, structure and location of NI businesses including local sites. This includes, among other things, legal registration status, country of ownership, turnover, employment, employees and industrial classification (SIC 07). Births and deaths and survival rates for businesses can be determined by looking at employment/turnover activity captured by survey returns and VAT/PAYE updates.

5. New businesses are identified through VAT and/or PAYE registrations and companies house registrations. The Business Register Inquiry (or Proving Survey) verifies the existence of the business, its characteristics and the location and characteristics of local sites. Subsequent updates take place as a result of survey returns, information received directly from businesses and VAT information received from HMRC. The main vehicle for updates is the NI Census of Employment Survey. This provides employment/ employee information and also identifies mergers/takeovers and where local sites have opened or closed. Turnover information is taken from HMRC VAT returns or the NI Annual Business Inquiry (ABI).

6. The IDBR is used for both independent analysis and as the sampling frame for the vast majority of Northern Ireland Government statistical surveys to businesses. An annual IDBR publication is also produced. 
THE ANNUAL IDBR PUBLICATION

7. The annual IDBR publication entitled ‘Characteristics of VAT and/or PAYE registered businesses in NI: Facts and Figures from the IDBR’ provides an overview of the number and characteristics of businesses in Northern Ireland alongside business birth, death and survival rates for the last 5 years. Equivalent data for Scotland, Wales and the English regions are provided for most of tables to set the Northern Ireland figures in context.
8. The publication comprises three sets of excel tables - ‘VAT and/or PAYE tables’, ‘Business Demography tables’ and ‘Foreign Ownership tables’ – along with a bulletin providing a short commentary on each. The first set of tables provides information on the characteristics of VAT and/or PAYE registered businesses in Northern Ireland (geographical location, industrial classification, employment sizeband and turnover sizeband) set in the UK Context. These tables are accompanied by NI-specific tables on legal status and public/private sector. The Business Demography tables provide birth, death and survival rates for Northern Ireland businesses set in the UK context. The Foreign Ownership tables include two NI-specific tables on non-UK Foreign ownership.

9. Currently most of tables in the publication are taken from existing UK publications with a small number of tables produced in-house. The ‘VAT and/or PAYE tables’ are taken from the ONS’s “UK Business: Activity, Size and Location” publication and the “Business Demography tables” are taken from the ONS’s UK “Business Demography” publication. This approach is not ideal as the Enterprise-based definition used in UK publications means that businesses operating in NI are only included in NI tables if their main UK address is also in Northern Ireland.

LOCAL UNIT DATA

11. The NI IDBR publication does not currently include any information on the number, location and characteristics of local sites belonging to businesses operating in Northern Ireland. Information on local sites can be obtained from the local unit tables in ONS’s “UK Business: Activity, Size and Location” publication http://www.ons.gov.uk/ons/publications/re-reference-tables.html?edition=tcm%3A77-254601. 
12. Unlike the Enterprise-based tables, the Northern Ireland figures in these tables will include all Northern Ireland local sites for businesses operating in Northern Ireland. Local units are allocated to a geographical locations based on their actual address. 
13. This publication provides the number of local units split by Broad Industry Group and Employment Size bands for Northern Ireland, Local Government District and Parliamentary Constituencies. Information on the number of local units split by detailed 4-digit UK SIC (2007) Industry, and 2-digit UK SIC (2007) Industry by Employment Size band is also provided at the Northern Ireland level. These tables are UK wide and include equivalent data for the rest of the UK. A list of the tables containing Northern Ireland data is included in Appendix B.
14. Additional breakdowns for local sites within Northern Ireland can be requested from Economic and Labour Market Statistics Branch.
USES AND USERS OF THE IDBR PUBLICATION
15. The Code of Practise for Official Statistics http://www.statisticsauthority.gov.uk/assessment/code-of-practice/code-of-practice-for-official-statistics.pdf and the UK Statistics Authority highlight the importance of effective user engagement in order to investigate the needs of users, the use made of existing statistics and the types of decisions they inform. 
16. In order to aid development of the IDBR Facts and Figures Publication we would like your feedback on the questions below. This feedback is essential if we are to ensure the IDBR publication better meets the needs of users:
a. Did you know about this publication?
b. How did you find out about it?

c. Do you think awareness of this publication needs improved?

d. If so, what is the best way of doing this?

e. Do you use the tables/information in the publication? 
(or would you have used it if you had known about it?)
f. What are the main purposes/areas of research for which you use the data? 
g. What sector do you work in, e.g. government, academia, commercial, financial, voluntary etc?
h. Are these regular/one-off pieces of work?
i. Does the information provided meet your needs? Or how could it be improved?
j. What are the strengths/ weaknesses of the format/presentation of the current suite of tables?
k. What are the strengths/ weaknesses of the format/presentation of the current publication?
l. Is there anything you feel is missing from the publication (or tables) which would be useful?
m. Are there any other groups that would use the publication if they knew about it?
17. There are currently no plans to include data for local sites in the NI IDBR publication. However we would like to assess user demand and interest in local unit data and whether the existing provisions are sufficient to meet user needs. There is also a risk that the ONS’s “UK Business: Activity, Size and Location” publication may no longer be published as the ONS makes necessary reductions to its statistical outputs

PROPOSED CHANGES
19. We are proposing to make some changes to the next edition of the IDBR publication (provisional publication date 31 January 2014).

20. As part of these changes we will be making some amendments to both the suite of tables and the bulletin. Both will be expanded and re-structured to make them more relevant to users and easier to understand.
21. We are also considering whether the tables should be standardised so that only employment or only employee sizebands are used. 

Current Format
22. The IDBR Facts and Figures Publication currently comprises 3 sets of tables accompanied by a short bulletin. A full list of the current tables is available in Appendix A.

23. The current bulletin has an executive summary with a short commentary for each of the elements listed above, followed by contact details and a section containing background notes and specific definitions used throughout the publication. As the bulletin is primarily an executive summary it does not include any time series data or charts.

Summary of changes to accompanying tables

Standardising the definition of a business 
25. The majority of the tables in the current publication are Enterprise based
 but some are Reporting Unit based
 and this causes problems when comparing data across tables. The Enterprise based tables are the standard definition used by the Office of National Statistics (ONS) but do not include businesses operating in Northern Ireland with their main or registered address elsewhere in the UK. The Reporting Unit based tables address this issue
 but result in businesses being counted more than once if the business has more than one Reporting Unit in Northern Ireland (around 35 businesses). 
26. It is planned to move to a new definition ‘Enterprises operating in Northern Ireland.’ This is similar to the Reporting Unit approach but removes the double-counting issue. This is the approach taken by Scotland. 
27. Where tables are only available from ONS and cannot be replicated in-house i.e. the UK-wide tables and the Demography tables, the standard Enterprise definition will continue to be used. A single table containing figures for Northern Ireland on both definitions for the complete time series will be produced so that the difference between the two definitions (by Broad Industry Group) can easily be assessed.
Increased availability of time series data
28. In the current tables there is very little information on change over time. Only two of the nineteen “VAT and/or PAYE tables” include any time series data and none of the “Foreign ownership” tables. We propose to increase this number to 9 (out of 23) “VAT and/or PAYE tables” and 3 (out of 4) “Foreign ownership” tables. This will allow users to set the current year in context and easily view trends over time.
29. For the remaining tables, the level of detail means that displaying time series data in an easily readable format on a single sheet would be difficult. Equivalent data for these tables will be available on request (and for the initial year will be published on the website)
.
30. For tables broken down by industry it is only possible to extend the time series back to 2008 as the current industry classification (SIC 07) was not available prior to this year. The “UK Context” tables (for VAT and/or PAYE Registered Businesses) can also only be extended back to 2008, as these tables are extracted from the ONS publication “UK Business: Activity, Size and Location” which only included VAT registered businesses prior to 2008. All other tables can be extended back to 2006.
Additional information
31. Several additional tables have been included in the proposed new suite of tables. These have been included to better meet user needs (identified through  ad-hoc data requests) and to provide more detailed information. For example,

· business births, deaths and survival rates by industry*
· businesses split by NI/non-NI country of ownership
· employment in foreign owned (non-UK) businesses

· employment in businesses split by NI/non-NI country of ownership

· NI/non-NI businesses and foreign owned (non-UK) businesses by industry

· business by legal status (e.g. limited company, sole proprietor) and industry

*these tables require a special data request from ONS and are subject to the data being available in time for the January 2014 publication.

Numbers and Percentages
32. Percentages have been provided alongside the numbers in order to allow users to more easily compare geographical areas, industries, countries of ownership etc. Generally the tables follow a common structure with numbers shown in the top section and percentages shown in the bottom section (Tables 1 and 3), or numbers shown in the left column and percentages shown in the right column (Tables 2). This should make the tables easier to read and assist the user in comparing trends over time or across areas.
Improved timeliness (proposed for January 2015)
33. The current reference date for the “VAT and/or PAYE Registered Businesses” and “Foreign Ownership” tables is March of the previous year, i.e. March 2013 for the January 2014 publication. This means that the data is 10 months out of date at the time of publication and the published tables will not reflect recent increases or decreases in the business population. 
34. In addition the IDBR extract is currently taken prior to the annual employment and turnover updates which take place in August. Missing the August update means that the majority of the employment data and some of the turnover data will be 18 months (rather than 6 months) out of date in March. For example, a March 2013 extract will contain employment data for September 2011 (rather than September 2012) and turnover data for 2011 (rather than 2012) where ABI data is used to update the turnover
. 
35. While we could retain the March reference date it is proposed to move the reference date to September of the previous year (as data is not available for October and November
 for earlier years) to address this issue. This will reduce the time lag to 4 months and ensure that the most up-to-date employment and turnover data is used. In addition it will reduce the gap between the published data and more timely data used for ad-hoc requests
. 
36. The main drawback of this approach is that the local unit data contained in the ONS’s “UK Business: Activity, Size and Location” publication will no longer have the same reference date as the tables contained in the NI IDBR publication. This could be addressed in the future by including equivalent data with a September reference date in the NI IDBR publication if there was sufficient user demand. 
37. Time series data for the revised reference date will be produced for all tables in the publication
. This will allow users to set the current year in context and easily view trends over time. For some tables, this time series data will form part of the publication and will be produced on an annual basis; for others it will be published separately as a one-off set of tables.
38. This change is however dependent on data for the “UK Context” tables being available from ONS and permission being granted to include these tables in our publication. Publishing these tables would mean that the UK Context tables would be publicly available to all users (or could be compiled) on both a March and September reference date. If this causes a problem for ONS, consideration will be given to splitting the existing publication into two, and publishing the “VAT and/or PAYE Registered Businesses” and “Foreign Ownership” tables in October/November shortly after the ONS publication (a 7/8 month time lag) and the “Demography” tables in January.
39. The publication date for the “VAT and/or PAYE Registered Businesses” and “Foreign Ownership” tables part of the IDBR publication cannot be brought forward from October/November (if the March reference date is retained) as the equivalent ONS publication “UK Business: Activity, Size and Location” is not published until early October. Similarly the publication date for the “Demography” tables cannot be brought forward from January as these tables are taken from the ONS’s UK “Business Demography” publication which is sometimes not available before mid-December. A recent UK Statistics Authority assessment has also advised against publishing during the Christmas period.
40. Due to the timescales involved the “UK Context” data would not be available in time for inclusion in our January publication. Consequently this proposed improvement will not be introduced until January 2015.
41. Note that statistics for the UK containing NI information would continue to be available as part of the ONS’s “UK Business: Activity, Size and Location” publication if users wanted to make comparisons across the UK at sub-regional level. However this publication is currently subject to review and may be discontinued as ONS makes necessary reductions to its statistical outputs
.
42. The “UK Business: Activity, Size and Location” publication uses a March reference date due to an EU requirement to produce UK business structure statistics for the first quarter of the calendar year. 
Layout and formatting changes
43. The tables have been re-ordered and grouped into subsets so there is a more coherent progression through the tables. For example, tables 1 start with the UK context, followed by analysis at the NI level and then Local Government District analysis. Within each group overall figures are provided followed by the figures broken down by industry, turnover sizeband, employment sizeband etc.

44. The tables have also been rationalised and duplicate tables removed. In some cases several tables have been combined into a single table to present the data in a more coherent format. 

45. The layout of a number of tables has been improved so they are easier to read and understand. The formatting has also been improved through the use of alternate coloured rows, different shades for title rows and the use of emboldened fonts. More subtle pastel colours have been chosen to ensure the benefits of these changes are retained even if monochrome printing is used.
46. A full list of the proposed tables is available in Appendix C and an outline set of tables is attached in Appendix D.

Summary of Changes to publication

Improved structure
47. The new publication will consist of a short executive summary followed by sections and sub-sections representing key topics of interest, such as UK comparison, Broad Industry Groups, Employment, Turnover, Local Government Districts.
Expanded and improved commentary
48. The current publication consists of a number of bullet points picking out key figures from the accompanying tables with very little commentary or explanation of the findings. This will be replaced with a more narrative style text picking out the important messages from the tables and setting them in context. The aim of the publication will be to assist the user in interpreting and understanding the data contained in the tables. This is consistent with improvements made to other business statistics publications as a result UK Statistics Authority assessments. The expanded text will not only reflect this requirement but also pick up the additional information that is now contained in the tables. Table numbers will be included within the text where appropriate so that the user can view the relevant table if they wish to investigate further. 

Increased use of charts and time series graphs
49. Presenting the data visually makes it easier for users to quickly compare different subgroups and observe changes over time. Some example of charts which may be included are attached below:
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Improved layout
50. A key change will be the move to a single block of text (dropping the two column format) in order to better accommodate the inclusion of charts within the commentary. 
Further improvements to the Background notes and definitions
51. Due to the length of the current publication the background notes and definitions section has been kept very short. This section will be expanded to include, for example, key information from the notes pages accompanying the tables, more information on the comparability with other UK publications (including how these publications compare) and more information on the comparability with other NI publications. Paragraphs will also be included on the usage of the IDBR and ad-hoc analysis.
Employment or Employee Sizebands

52. The current tables include a mixture of employment and employee sizebands. This is due in part to the source publication from which the tables are currently drawn
. Ideally a standard approach should be used across the tables. However each definition has its own advantages and disadvantages. As employment includes both employees and working owners, employment sizebands provide a better measure of the total number of people working in a business. This is the approach taken by ONS in their ‘UK Business: Activity, Size and Location’ publication.  On the other hand the standard approach for classifying business as Micro(0-9), Small (0-49), Medium (50-249) or Large (250+)  is based on employee sizebands. This is the approach taken by the Department of Business, Innovation and Skills (BIS) in their ‘Business Population Estimates’ publication and the Scottish Government in their ‘Businesses in Scotland’ Publication. For limited companies, charities, churches, voluntary organisations and public bodies there is no difference as these businesses cannot have working owners. However for a business with a large number of partners such as solicitors’ office the difference can be quite marked.
53. The affected tables in the proposed new suite of tables are outlined below. Please note that these tables could be produced on either employment or employee size bands. The current choice reflects the approach taken in the existing suite of tables:

1.8 Percentage of VAT and/or PAYE registered businesses by UK Country and employment size band, 2008-2013
1.13 VAT and/or PAYE registered businesses in Northern Ireland by employment size band over time, 2006-2013

1.1 VAT and/or PAYE registered businesses by Local Government District and employment size band
3.1 Businesses operating in Northern Ireland by Country of Ownership (NI, GB, ROI, Other) - number and employees, 2012-20131
3.2 Foreign owned (defined as non-UK) businesses operating in Northern Ireland by Country of Ownership - number and employees, 2006-2013

3.3 Foreign owned (defined as non-UK) businesses operating in Northern Ireland by Broad Industry Group - number and employees, 2008-2013 
3.4 Businesses operating in Northern Ireland by grouped Country of Ownership (NI, GB, ROI, US, Other) and Broad Industry Group - number and employees, 2013

54. Including these tables on both definitions in the publication is not considered appropriate (although this could be done as an ad-hoc request). 
Feedback is requested on which definition (employment sizeband or employee sizeband) is the most appropriate, and/or if some tables lend themselves better to one definition and others to the alternative definition.
55. If the resulting tables are dependent on us obtaining alternative data from ONS and ONS agreeing to us publishing UK tables on a different definition it may not be possible for us to introduce this change in time for the January 2014 publication. This should not however influence the decision unduly. 
Appendix A – Current Suite of Tables Contents

The current VAT and/or PAYE tables which include all VAT and/or PAYE registered businesses are in two sections. The first set of tables are Enterprise based tables while the second are Reporting Unit based tables. Businesses operating in Northern Ireland will only be included (under Northern Ireland) in the Enterprise based tables if their registered UK address (usually the main operating site or head office) is in Northern Ireland. Any business operating in Northern Ireland will be included in the Reporting Unit based tables.

An Enterprise is the smallest combination of legal units (generally based on VAT and/or PAYE records) which has a certain degree of autonomy within an Enterprise Group. An Enterprise Group is a group of legal units under common ownership.

				Businesses operating in Northern Ireland will only be included (under Northern Ireland) in these tables if their registered UK address (usually the main operating site or head office) is in Northern Ireland.

				Active

				The starting point for demography is the concept of a population of active businesses in a reference year (t).  These are defined as businesses that had either turnover or employment at any time during the reference period.

				Births and deaths are then identified by comparing active populations for different years.

				Births

				A birth is identified as a business that was present in year t, but did not exist in year t-1 or t-2.  Births are identified by making comparison of annual active population files and identifying those present in the latest file, but not the two previous ones.

				Deaths

				A death is defined as a business that was on the active file in year t, but was no longer present in the active file in t+1 and t+2.  In order to provide an early estimate of deaths, an adjustment has been made to the latest two years deaths to allow for reactivations.  These figures are provisional and subject to revision.

				Survival

				A business is deemed to have survived if having been a birth in year t or having survived to year t; it is active in terms of employment and/or turnover in any part of t+1

				Births, deaths and survival statistics are produced using common Eurostat definitions, which ensures greater comparability across the EU. The methodology used is that found in the Eurostat/OECD manual on Business Demography

				with two key differences. Firstly, in these statistics an adjustment has been made to the deaths data to allow for reactivations, which enables more accurate estimates to be published. 				Data Sources

				These tables are produced using information from the Inter Departmental Business Register (IDBR). The IDBR contains information on all businesses in the United Kingdom which are VAT registered and/or operating a PAYE scheme. It will however exclude some very small businesses e.g. the self employed, those without employees, those with a low turnover (the current threshold for VAT in 2012/2013 is £77,000) and some non-profit making organisations. The IDBR covers most of the economy including the Agriculture, Production and Service sectors in Northern Ireland.

				The IDBR gathers information from three main sources: traders registered for Value Added Tax (VAT) purposes with HM revenue and customs (HMRC)(Customs), employers operating a Pay As You Earn (PAYE) scheme - registered with HMRC (Revenue) and incorporated businesses registered at companies house. The information gathered from these three administrative sources is supplemented by the Business Register Inquiry and Business Surveys identifying and maintaining the business structures necessary to produce detailed industry and small area statistics.

				Coverage

				The data used for this publication excludes public sector organisations and the agricultural sector. Composite and Managed Services Companies have been also been excluded as the address does not represent the location of the activities of the business. All other businesses which are VAT registered and/or operating a PAYE scheme are included.

				Geographies

				An Enterprise is assigned to a region and District Council based on the postcode of the business' registered UK address. This address will usually be the main operating site or head office.

				Legal Obligation to Register

				Mandatory registration for VAT is required if the business' turnover exceeds the stated limit currently £77,000 for 2012/2013 (£68,000 for 2011/2012). Also in situations where this amount has been exceeded in the prior twelve month period, registering for VAT becomes a legal obligation. In addition, where a business anticipates that its taxable sales will breach the £77,000 limit in any 30 day period it must also then apply for registration.

				Historic Data

				The ONS publication, Business Demography: Enterprise Births and Deaths, was introduced in 2009 (for the reference period 2008 onwards) following a new European Commission Structural Business Statistics Regulation which came into force in February 2008, requiring National Statistical Institutes (NSIs) to produce statistics on business births, deaths and survival rates. Prior to this, information on VAT registrations and de-registrations was published by the Department for Business, Enterprise & Regulatory Reform (BERR) [now known as the Department for Business, Innovation and Skills (BIS) ].

				Revisions

				The latest two years’ estimates on births, deaths and survivals are subject to revision. Revisions would normally be made in the following year’s publication.

				Revisions to 2010 have been larger than usual. The deaths data are always subject to revision due to the estimation of reactivations, but in 2010 there is a further revision. At the UK level, approximately 50,000 of the 2010 revision is caused by the way new businesses identified by improvements to HMRC systems, have been processed on the IDBR. This change has also led to a 50,000 revision at the UK level to the 2010 active business count.

				Disclosure Control

				Statistical disclosure control methodology is applied to IDBR data. This ensures that information attributable to an individual or individual organisation is not identifiable in any published outputs. The Code of Practice for Official Statistics, and specifically the Principle on Confidentiality (P.C) set out practices for how NISRA protects data from being disclosed. The P.C includes the statement that outputs should “ensure that official statistics do not reveal the identity of an individual or organisation, or any private information relating to them, taking into account other relevant sources of information”. 				Data Sources

				The data contained in these tables are produced from a snapshot of the Inter Departmental Business Register (IDBR) taken on 31 March 2012.

				The IDBR gathers information from three main sources: traders registered for Value Added Tax (VAT) purposes with HM revenue and customs (HMRC)(Customs), employers operating a Pay As You Earn (PAYE) scheme - registered with HMRC (Revenue) and incorporated businesses registered at companies house. The information gathered from these three administrative sources is supplemented by the Business Register Inquiry and Business Surveys identifying and maintaining the business structures necessary to produce detailed industry and small area statistics.

				VAT and/or PAYE based businesses

				The Inter Departmental Business Register (IDBR) contains information on all businesses in the United Kingdom which are VAT registered or operating a PAYE scheme.  The register is comprised of approximately 2.1 million UK businesses, Northern Ireland accounts for just over 3% of the UK total.  The Inter Departmental Business Register (IDBR) estimated there to be 67,480 Northern Ireland businesses which were registered for VAT and/or PAYE on 31st March 2012.

				Statistical Units

				A group of legal units under common ownership is called an Enterprise Group.

				An Enterprise is the smallest combination of legal units (generally based on VAT and/or PAYE records) which has a certain degree of autonomy within an Enterprise Group.

				A Reporting Unit includes all or part of an Enterprise. There will be a Northern Ireland Reporting Unit for any business operating in Northern Ireland. Usually all sites in Northern Ireland are included in a single Reporting Unit. At 31 March 2012, this was true for 99.94% of businesses operating in Northern Ireland. Of the remaining, 0.04% (25) had two Reporting Units and 0.01% (10) had more than two. A Northern Ireland Reporting Unit will not include any sites outside Northern Ireland.

				An individual site (for example a factory or shop) in an enterprise is called a Local Unit.

				Tables 1.1 to 1.14 are Enterprise based tables while Tables 1.15 to 1.19 are Reporting Unit based tables. Businesses operating in Northern Ireland will only be included (under Northern Ireland) in the Enterprise based tables if their registered UK address (usually the main operating site or head office) is in Northern Ireland. Any business operating in Northern Ireland will be included in the Reporting Unit based tables.

				Coverage

				The IDBR covers most of the economy including the Agriculture, Production and Service sectors in Northern Ireland. It does not hold information however on some very small businesses e.g. self employed, those without employees, those with a low turnover (the current threshold for VAT in 2012/2013 is £77,000) and some non-profit making organisations. IDBR figures inevitably include some enterprises reported as active that were actually de-registered for VAT purposes, or may have closed at the time the results were extracted. Similarly, the IDBR will exclude some new start-ups because of the delays in notification.

				The Office for National Statistics who have overall responsibility for the UK IDBR will exclude units solely VAT based or solely PAYE based where it estimates the employment to be 20 or more, to avoid the risk of double counting. These units are excluded pending a return from the Business Survey Inquiry or other information.

				At the UK level, approximately 12,745 Composite and Managed Services Companies have been excluded where the address does not represent the location of the activities of these businesses to avoid giving a false impression of growth in these locations. Identification of Composite & Managed Services Companies may be incomplete, inflating business counts primarily in the Professional, Scientific & Technical sector. 				Legal Obligation To Register

				Mandatory registration for VAT is required if the business' turnover exceeds the stated limit currently £77,000 for 2012/2013 (£68,000 for 2011/2012). Also in situations where this amount has been exceeded in the prior twelve month period, registering for VAT becomes a legal obligation. In addition, where a business anticipates that its taxable sales will breach the £77,000 limit in any 30 day period it must also then apply for registration.

				Geographies

				An Enterprise is assigned to a region and District Council based on the postcode of the business' registered UK address. This address will usually be the main operating site or head office.

				Any business operating in Northern Ireland will have at least one Northern Ireland Reporting Unit which will be included in the Reporting Unit based tables for Northern Ireland.

				Classifications

				Turnover provided to the ONS for the majority of traders is based on VAT returns for a 12 month period. For 2012 these relate to a 12 month period ending in December 2010, or January/February 2011, according to the reporting pattern of the trader. For other records, in particular members of VAT group registrations, turnover may relate to an earlier period or survey data. For traders who have registered more recently, turnover represents the estimate made by traders at the time of registration.

				The turnover figures on the register generally exclude VAT but include other taxes, such as the revenue duties on alcoholic drinks and tobacco. They represent total UK turnover, including exempt and zero-rated supplies.

				Change between 2011 and 2012

				At the UK level, an increase of approximately 31,000 businesses between 2011 and 2012 was caused by improvements to HMRC computer systems leading to previously excluded businesses being added to the IDBR. These businesses were registered before 2012, so distort the year on year change.

				Revisions

				These data are are produced from a snapshot of the Inter Departmental Business Register (IDBR) and are not subject to revision.

				Disclosure Control

				Statistical disclosure control methodology is applied to IDBR data. This ensures that information attributable to an individual or individual organisation is not identifiable in any published outputs. The Code of Practice for Official Statistics, and specifically the Principle on Confidentiality (P.C) set out practices for how NISRA protects data from being disclosed. The P.C includes the statement that outputs should “ensure that official statistics do not reveal the identity of an individual or organisation, or any private information relating to them, taking into account other relevant sources of information”. 				Business

				These tables are Reporting Unit based. Any business operating in Northern Ireland will be included in the tables, even if the business' registered UK address  is elsewhere in the UK.

				A Reporting Unit includes all or part of an Enterprise. There will be a Northern Ireland Reporting Unit for any business operating in Northern Ireland. Usually all sites in Northern Ireland are included in a single Reporting Unit. At 31 March 2012, this was true for 99.94% of businesses operating in Northern Ireland. Of the remaining, 0.04% (25) had two Reporting Units and 0.01% (10) had more than two. A Northern Ireland Reporting Unit will not include any sites outside Northern Ireland.

				An Enterprise is the smallest combination of legal units (generally based on VAT and/or PAYE records) which has a certain degree of autonomy within an Enterprise Group.

				An Enterprise Group is a group of legal units under common ownership.

				Foreign Owned

				In simple terms, an enterprise on the IDBR is defined as being foreign owned (i.e. non-UK owned) where a single outside foreign investor holds a greater than 50% total shareholding. This outside investor must be a Corporation, Partnership or Limited Liability Company (or country equivalent).

				A reporting unit is defined as being foreign-owned if it is an enterprise (or part of an enterprise) which is foreign owned.

				These tables are based on the ultimate (rather than the immediate) ownership. Hence, a enterprise will only be classified as foreign-owned if the ultimate owner or top enterprise in the 'chain of ownership' is foreign. At each point in the chain, the parent company must hold more than a 50% shareholding in the subsidiary company.

				This is likely to be a conservative estimate of foreign owned firms since it will not include any enterprises controlled by a collective of foreign investors, each with a minority stake in the company.

				Data Sources

				The data contained in these tables are produced from a snapshot of the Inter Departmental Business Register (IDBR) taken on 31March 2012.

				The market information company Dun and Bradstreet, annually supply the Office for National Statistics (ONS) with information on foreign owned enterprises operating in the United Kingdom. This information is subsequently loaded onto the IDBR. It should be noted that this may not be an exhaustive list of foreign owned businesses in Northern Ireland.

				The IDBR gathers information from three main sources: traders registered for Value Added Tax (VAT) purposes with HM revenue and customs (HMRC)(Customs), employers operating a Pay As You Earn (PAYE) scheme - registered with HMRC (Revenue) and incorporated businesses registered at companies house. The information gathered from these three administrative sources is supplemented by the Business Register Inquiry and Business Surveys identifying and maintaining the business characteristics and structures.

				The IDBR covers most of the economy including the Agriculture, Production and Service sectors in Northern Ireland. It does not hold information however on some very small businesses e.g. self employed, those without employees, those with a low turnover (the current threshold for VAT in 2012/2013 is £77,000) and some non-profit making organisations. IDBR figures inevitably include some enterprises reported as active that were actually de-registered for VAT purposes, or may have closed at the time the results were extracted. Similarly, the IDBR will exclude some new start-ups because of the delays in notification.

				The Office for National Statistics who have overall responsibility for the UK IDBR will exclude units solely VAT based or solely PAYE based where it estimates the employment to be 20 or more, to avoid the risk of double counting. These units are excluded pending a return from the Business Survey Inquiry or other information.

				At the UK level, approximately 12,745 Composite and Managed Services Companies have been excluded where the address does not represent the location of the activities of these businesses to avoid giving a false impression of growth in these locations. Identification of Composite & Managed Services Companies may be incomplete, inflating business counts primarily in the Professional, Scientific & Technical sector. 				Coverage

				These estimates are likely to be an undercount of the number of foreign-owned businesses in Northern Ireland for the following reasons:

				- the estimates only include businesses in Northern Ireland identified as being foreign-owned by the market information company Dun and Bradstreet.

				- any business controlled by a collective of foreign investors, each with a minority stake will be excluded from the figures. For a business to be classified as foreign-owned a single outside foreign investor must hold a greater than 50 percent total shareholding.

				- the estimates are limited to businesses which are part of an enterprise group. Under this definition of foreign-ownership, a business which does not have a parent company cannot be foreign owned. This parent company does not need to be in the UK.
